From the Presbytery Desk....

As we hear this month in the Gospel on Sunday about Jesus as the BREAD OF LIFE we
naturally think about the great gift we receive at Mass - the Blessed Eucharist, Holy
Communion. There are however many different ways in which we receive the nourishment
for our daily lives: the Sacraments, the prayerful reading of the Holy Scriptures and our
individual and personal devotions and prayers. When we say in the Lord's Prayer, " give us
today our daily bread " we are asking that we will have the strength , the nourishment and
indeed the inspiration of the Holy Spirit so that we will be able to play our part in putting in
to practice another part of that prayer , " Your kingdom come, your will be done on earth
as it is in heaven".
