The Season of Creation.

The month of September ( and indeed up until the Feast of Saint Francis of Assisi on
October 4th') is kept in the Church as a time of particular prayer and thanksgiving for the
gift of creation. Many of us will be familiar with the tradition of celebrating in the Autumn an
Harvest Festival in which we highlight the fact that we are all dependant on the creation
around us: things may be packaged and boxed and presented to us on the shop shelves,
but ultimately it is as we say at every Mass, fruit of the earth and the work of human
hands.
