Allow me please to add my voice to those who wish you, your families and communities all the
Jjoys and blessings of this Christmas Season !

We appear to be living in a world which has great difficulty in retaining the most fundamental
virtues of human life. We only need to switch on the television or read the newspapers or websites
and we feel overwhelmed by the suffering of our brothers and sisters in war-torn communities and
lands where through fear or ambition ( or both ) countries and Leaders have decided to undermine
the basic dignities of human life.

As followers of the Way of Christ — what can we do about it ? Well on one level we may say ‘ very
little” , it is all quite literally ‘above our pay grade’.
