A life size Mission Crucifix dominates the back of Saint Mary’s Cathedral church.  It’s a 
focus of popular devotion to those who slip in and out of the church throughout the day.  
Many identify with the suffering of Christ in their times of trouble.  Sometimes it’s difficult to 
find the right words, but lighting a candle before the cross is for many a recognition that 
Jesus is with them in their suffering and pain.

Last Wednesday was Ash Wednesday when we began the sacred season of Lent.  It’s a 
time of preparation for Easter.
