From the Presbytery desk……
As you will see from the contents of the bulletin…there is plenty going on at the moment! We are coming towards the close of our Church Liturgical Year – the Solemnity of the Christ the King on Sunday 23rd November is the final Sunday of the Year - and Sunday 30th of November is the first Sunday of a new Year for us, the beginning of the Advent Season. 
The advertisements on the television, the decorations in the shops and indeed the festive lighting on the streets are all asking us to press ‘fast forward’ to Christmas ……but first comes Advent!  The Season of Advent, marked by the PURPLE of the vestments, is a time of pause and reflection before we launch ourselves into the keeping of the Feasts of the Christmas Season. I say Feasts, plural, because if we place so much emphasis on a one-day celebration (25th Day of December), then Boxing Day may well be the day on which we want to box everything away and return to ‘normality’!! The Church celebrates the Christmas Season from the Feast of the Birth of the Lord (25th December) to the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord and the beginning of his Public Ministry (which will be celebrated on Sunday 12th January 2026).
So in the midst of all our preparations…… let’s remember the balance we need to strike between the spiritual and the material!!
