Our sincere condolences to the parish Communities of Ramsey and Peel on the death of their much loved and esteemed Parish Priest, Father Brian. He has given unstinting and generous service to the Island over these past nearly 30 years and the sad news of his death last Monday is still sinking in: his presence and his wisdom and dry but gentle wit will be a sore loss not only to the parishes but also to the Island Community at large.
For many years he served as Roman Catholic Chaplain at the prison in Jurby and, in that role, was a well-respected and valued colleague not only to the Ecumenical Chaplaincy Team but also to prison officers – and indeed a caring and compassionate friend to the prisoners themselves. 
His death is a shock and sadness to us all – not least to his fellow Priests on the Island and the members of the Congregation of the Holy Spirit, the Spiritans, to whom he belonged for over 50 years. 
It is most fitting that he celebrated so recently the Triduum and Easter Day Masses with his people and he himself spoke the words at the Blessing of the Easter Candle

May the Light of Christ, rising in glory,                                                                                                                      
dispel the darkness of our hearts and minds

We could take this almost as his final prayer for us as he goes before us now, marked with the Sign of Faith.
