On Tuesday, members of Tynwald will be asked to vote on amendments to the Assisted Dying Bill - amendments which seek to respond to the concerns raised by the UK Ministry of Justice before they could put forward the Bill for the necessary Royal Assent for it to become law in the Island.
This is taking place at the same time as Hospice Isle of Man is having to reconsider its provision of some palliative care services due to a shortfall in funding. 
Pope Leo, during his visit to Spain last week, addressed the Spanish Parliament and said,

“ the moral greatness of a nation is manifested above all in its capacity to accompany, protect and love those lives that pass through the greatest fragility”

This is surely true not only for the Spanish parliament or nation, but for all parliaments and nations!
There will be an opportunity for a silent act of witness outside Tynwald Building in Douglas this coming Tuesday 8.30am – 10.00am as the MHKs and MLCs gather for their Tynwald Sitting.

Liturgy
This weekend we return to the green vestments of Ordinary Time. After the celebration of Easter, we have kept the High Days and Holy Days of Ascension, Pentecost, Trinity Corpus Christi and The Sacred Heart of Jesus
The Ordinary Time is marked by the colour green … a colour of growth and fruitfulness. It is not ‘ordinary’ in the sense of it being not important or insignificant… it is the time when the lessons of the great Feasts grow in us and continue to bear fruit.
The word ordinary – like the word ordinal – comes from the idea of ‘ordo’ - a structure or order of things. That is why you will see the nominal ‘10th week, 11th week, 12th week ….’ It counts the passage of the weeks through the time of the Church year which are between the great Seasons of Advent and Christmastide, Lent and Eastertide.

On Sunday 28th of this month we will keep the Solemnity of Saint Peter and Saint Paul, the two great witnesses to faith in Christ who were put to death and are buried in Rome.
Traditionally Catholic Parishes around the world make a donation to a Fund called ‘Peter’s Pence’, monies donated to the Holy Father the Pope to support his charitable initiatives, including emergency relief for victims of war and natural disasters.
