Manx National Day – Tynwald Day 
This weekend we give particular thanks for our Island Nation – for the beauty of the nature which surrounds us, for the work to enhance and support the dignity of each and every life and for the many ways in which our communities of Faith invite us to seize the opportunities to grow and develop in knowing, loving and serving God and His People. This is indeed the ‘freedom to flourish’ which is offered to us.
